SUBJECT:  APRIL 14, 2011 MEETING MINUTES

ATTENDEES:  David James (Domtar), Ken Negray (Newpage), Ed Clark (GP), Michael Morris (Domtar), Doug Schwemlein (Glatfelter), Chris Fry(Glatfelter), Geoffrey Lee Hill (Arborgen), Bob Bauer (KFIA), Tom Broadfoot (Newpage), Steve Rogier (Newpage), Steve Kull (KDF), Mark Horn (IP), Mark James (Molpus), and Thomas Carr (Molpus).

· Meeting called to order at 3:00pm EST by David James presiding in place for Dan Allard.

· Anti Trust statement read by David James.

· Welcome to guests Michael Morris, Doug Schwemlein, and Geoffrey Hill.  Special welcome to new KY SIC member Molpus Woodland Group and representatives.

· Ken Negray delivered update on the communication committee as a whole mainly centered on their efforts to launch the CFWC.

· Review and acceptance of the December 2010 meeting minutes and 2010 SFI annual SIC report.

· No University of KY update due to the absence of Jeff Stringer.  David James informed group that he and Chris Fry would be attending the western WOSC planning meeting to provide input on syllabus next week.

· UK Center for Forest and Wood Certification information presented by Ken Negray.  Center was launched at KFIA annual meeting.  CFWC will obtain a group certificate for FSC FM/CoC by end of summer and prepped to obtain SFI FM/CoC & PEFC CoC should interest culminate.  The center will support industry, consultants, foresters, landowners and loggers of any size with technical assistance (i.e. procedure templates, operations plans, initial audit preparation, CMLP participation, etc).  FSC limits participation in group certificates to businesses grossing less than $5mill in sales per year while SFI does not limit. Handout was distributed outlining program, projects and members.  KY SIC has provided $1000 to date to support the center as a sustaining member.  All SIC members are encouraged to spread the word via company communications to promote participation in the center (see flyer).  The more participation equals less burden to members.  Expected expense to participate ranges from $200-$500/yr depending on the type and size of industry/land base.

· David James presented summary of updated KY SIC portion of KFIA website.  A news section will be continually updated with SFI news & local developments. Forest management docs have been added (i.e. Wildlife Article & Landowner Brochure), SIC meeting minutes and policies & procedures.    Motion made by Ken Negray and second by David James with unanimous vote to start a SFI certification toolbox on website to benefit all who endure audits. The first documents to be added to the tool box will be state and regional FIA data summaries and letters from members about BMP study results and suggested improvements. News section will be updated to reflect the release and availability of invasive spp & special site videos and the reduction in dues.

· Mark Horn discussed letter sent from IP presenting summary of an internal BMP study completed and the resulting suggestions to help improved BMPs regionally. SIC will consider items as goals to incorporate into communications/education projects.

· David James presented the initial rough proofs for the SIC Ad.  Pictures of and ideas being discussed by he and artist were presented.  Received suggestions from group and pictures from Molpus for consideration.  Informed group that a final product for their review and approval should be completed by month’s end.  David presented updated landowner brochure that has been posted on the KFIA website.  No hard copies will be produced until entire brochure has been redesigned.

· The draft script for the NC special sites video was distributed and opened to group for comment.  Comments of how to read revisions were made and clarified. No other comments received.

· Bob Bauer spoke about the SFI / Forestry promotion through KY Afield.  It is ongoing and he is pursuing additional avenues via Newpage to contact Harold Knight to gain support of such a program. 

· David James presented the new By-Laws.  David charged group to review and comment on proposed changes.  By-Laws will be voted on for adoption at next SIC meeting.  Ken Negray commented that only participating members (SFI certified members) should have voting rights not supporting members.  Clarifications in By-Laws will be made.

· David James presented the 2011 SIC budget.  Discussions ensued about dues structure and budget surplus.  Dues structure was adjusted to reduce upper three tonnage ranges by $500, lower tonnage structure by $250, leave landowner rate the same, and set flat sawmill rate at $75 per year.  Motion to reduce dues until 2 years of projected expenditures/operating costs maintained in coffer made by David James and seconded by Ken Negray with unanimous vote to approve. 2011 dues invoices will be sent soon to participating members. 2011 budget was reviewed and motion made by David James to approve with the reduction in 2011 projected contributions based on passed dues reduction, seconded by Ed Clark and group unanimously approved.  

· David James presented three 2011 projects.  2011 SFI grant application was denied so project is scheduled.  All SFI & SIC logos must be updated with the new version with reference number.  Approval must be granted by SFI for any new uses.  KY TF is revamping its table top display with a more editable/transportable unit.  David James is working with Pam Snyder of KDF to develop a section for SFI considering the close relationship between the two programs.  Other projects to capture synergies with KY TF will be forthcoming.  No other 2011 projects were proposed or discussed.
