SUBJECT:  AUGUST 25, 2011 MEETING MINUTES

ATTENDEES:  David James (Domtar), Ken Negray (Newpage), Ed Clark (GP), Bob Bauer (KFIA), Steve Rogier (Newpage), Steve Kull (KDF), Mark Horn (IP), Mark James (Molpus), Larry Lowe (KDF), John Smith (KFIA President) and Terry Moore (past TFA president and TN SIC member).

· Meeting called to order at approximately 2:35 pm by Dan Allard.

· Anti Trust statement read by Bob Bauer.

· Review and acceptance of the April 201l meeting minutes.

· Reviewed and revised budget to include approved items; support of updating Tree Farm display $300, registering as exhibitor KY Farm Bureau annual meeting $135 and up to $1000 for KFIA SFI web site management and assistance (B. Bauer will present to the committee prorated SFI portion of costs).  Line items added but not approved include printing updated FOR 15 and Master Logger program contribution in support of updating the program to meet SFI standards.

· University of  KY update in the form of emails due to the absence of Jeff Stringer.  Items include forthcoming ability to update FOR 15, many of the new SFI standard requirements are addressed during the Master Logger training however further discussion needed on how to incorporate remaining items and ability of SIC to contribute to the program.  SFI standard will be forwarded to Bob and Steve Kull for review.

· Reviewed the new SIC ad in the latest KY Woodlands magazine.  Thanks to David’s work on developing this new ad and to Molpus Timber Management for pictures.  David will investigate other promotional ads including Game and Fish magazine.

· Discussed KY Woodlands owner’s short course schedule and SIC contribution.  Approximately 50 attended the Nelson County program.

· UK Center for Forest and Wood Certification information presented by Ken Negray.  Center was launched in April.  CFWC in process of obtaining quotes to obtain FSC FM/CoC SFI CoC & ATF Managed Groups Certifications.  The center will support industry, consultants, foresters, landowners and loggers of any size with technical assistance (i.e. procedure templates, operations plans, initial audit preparation, CMLP participation, etc).  To date several inquiries including Time Inc, Wood Flooring Association, AL Treasured Forests, University of MO and Nature Conservancy.  Center has worked with approximately 3-4 sawmills thus far.  Only one request has been received for SFI CoC, all others FSC.

· David James presented summary of updated KY SIC portion of KFIA website.  A news section will be continually updated with SFI news & local developments. Forest management docs have been added (i.e. Wildlife Article & Landowner Brochure), SIC meeting minutes and policies & procedures.    Tool box of related items has not yet been established but will in the upcoming months. The first documents to be added to the tool box will be state and regional FIA data summaries and letters from members about BMP study results and suggested improvements. News section will be updated to reflect the release and availability of invasive spp & special site videos.  Committee approved up to $1000 to cover KFIA costs of web site management.  Bob will present to the committee the SIC’s portion of KFIA costs.

· Committee approved $135 to register as an exhibitor during the December 1st KY Farm Bureau annual meeting.  

· David James presented wording for a new Tree Farm display, cost of $900.  SIC approved $300 to support the Tree Farm Committee with this project to be completed by the end of September. 

· Bob Bauer spoke about the SFI / Forestry promotion through KY Afield.  Ken will contact Harold Knight and request they contact KY Afield (Scott Moore & Tim Farmer) in support of a turkey hunt on their Western KY Tree Farm.  Ken will attempt to include Dr. Red Baker the new chair of the KY Department of Forestry as a hunting participant. 

· Steve Kull presented an update on the KDF, including possibility of utilizing the certification center for certification of state lands.

· David reviewed the MOU. SIC logo will be distributed to members with the understanding that SFI must approve all uses.

· Bob and John Smith gave an update on the KFIA including the KY renewable resource license plate.

· By Laws reviewed and approved with modifications.

· Committee selected David James as the new chair to replace Dan Allard effective immediately.
